DISPOSAL :

Do not dispose this product as unsorted municipal
waste. Collection of such waste separately for special
treatment is necessary.

To return your used blanket, pls use the return and
collection systems or contact the retailer where the
product was purchased. They can take this product
for environmental safe recycling.



Check the blanket carefully before each use.

If you notice visible damage on the blanket, do not use and return to the
manufacturer or dealer.

The blanket can only be operated with the controller.

Before connecting the blanketto the power supply, please ensure thatthe supply
voltage stated on the rating plate is compatible with your mains supply.

The blanket may not be operated while folded, creased, wrapped in a cover
or placed around the mattress.

Four fastening straps are located on the corner of the blanket. Use these
straps to attach the blanket to the mattress using a suitable band or cord.
Make sure that the blanket is firmly strapped to the mattress in both directions
and that it will not crease while it is being used. Check if it is in the correct
position before lying on it.

During use, the controller switch and cable must not be placed on or under the
blanket or be covered in any way.

Before using it on an adjustable bed, make sure that the power cable and the
blanket do not get caught in the hinges or get crumpled when making adjust-
ments.

Neither pierce the blanket with, nor attach safety pins or other spiky or sharp
objects to the pad.

Particularly do not use the electric under blanket with the infirm, infants or
persons insensitive to heat.

Not to be used by very young children (0-3 years). Children under the age of
three are not to use this appliance due to their ability to react to overheating.
Children shall not play with the blanket.

Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children without super-
vision.

Never use the blanket unsupervised.

Prolonged use of the blanket at a high setting could lead to skin burns.
Never touch a blanket that has fallen into water. Unplug the blanket from the
mains outlet immediately.

Keep the mains cable away from hot surfaces.

Never carry, pull or turn the blanket by the mains cable and do not let the
cable get tangled.

Do not use the blanket when wet and only use it in dry environments

(not in the bathroom or similar environments).

The controller and cable must not be exposed to any kind of moisture.

If a fault occurs, do not attempt to repair the blanket by yourself. Repairs must
only be carried out by an authorized specialist dealer or other suitably quali-
fied personnel.

If the power supply cable is damaged, it may only be replaced by, an author-
ised dealer or by qualified electricians. In order to prevent hazards, always
send the blanket in to the service centre.



* Let the blanket cool down completely before folding and storing it. Do not fold
it too tight.

* When not in use, store the blanket as follows :

- Store the blanket in its original packaging and keep it in a clean, dry place.
- Fold the power cable carefully to avoid cable breaks.
- Do not crease the blanket by placing items on top of it during storage.

» Should you have any concerns about health issues, consult your doctor be-
fore using the blanket.

« If you experience any pain or discomfort while using the blanket, stop using it
immediately.

» The blanket is only for private use and is not to be used in hospitals.

« Itis easy to generate static electricity when the weather is dry in winter,
so it is normal to feel a slight static electricity /current flow when using the
electric blanket.

« If you feel a slight electric current, use this appliance correctly. Before use,
put a cotton sheet or bed cover on the appliance to reduce the static electricity
feeling caused by dry weather.

* Prolonged use of the heating pad at a high temperature setting could lead to
skin burns. Suggest switching the controller position to 1 before falling asleep.

ITEMS SUPPLIED AND PACKAGING

Please first check that the blanket is in good shape and is not damaged in any way. In
case of doubt, do not use the blanket and contact our service centre.

The following parts are included:

* 1 blanket with 1 controller with cable

* 1 Instruction manual

The packaging can be reused or recycled. Please dispose properly of any packaging
material no longer required.

WARNING
Please ensure that the polythene packing is kept away from the reach of children!
Risk of suffocation!

ABOUT THE ELECTRIC BLANKET

With the blanket, you can gently warm and relax your whole body. Using the blanket
stimulates the circulation in areas of tense muscle and promotes a sense of well being
after a strenuous day. The blanket provides a pleasantly warm bed, allowing you to relax
and get to sleep quickly.

Spread the blanket out flat on top of the mattress. Four fastening straps are located on
the corners of the blanket. Use these straps to attach the blanket to the mattress using
a suitable band or cord. Make sure that the blanket is firmly strapped to the mattress in
both directions and that it will not crease while it is being used. Spread a bedsheet on
top of it. This allows the blanket to release its heat in the best way possible. Check it is
in the correct position before going to bed!

The blanket can only be used when it is spread out flat. The blanket features an electric
temperature control that regulates the temperature according to the chosen setting.
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OPERATION

It is recommended that the blanket to be switched on (in position 3) 30 minutes before going
to bed.

Plug the blanket into the mains outlet and turn the selector switch on the controller from
position 0 to position 1. The red power indicator will light up. You will feel the blanket
gradually warming up. This will be even more noticeable if it is covered with a quilt. If
you require a higher temperature setting, turn the switch to the position 2 or to position 3.
Should the blanket get too warm for you, turn the switch back to position 2 or to position 1.
Position 2 and 3 of the blanket is intended for heating up, only position 1 is for continuous
operation. Move the selector switch to position 1 before falling asleep.

To switch off the blanket, turn the switch to position 0. The red power indicator will go
off, indicating that the unit is switched off. Now unplug the blanket from the mains outlet.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

« Before cleaning the blanket, unplug it from the mains outlet and let it cool down
completely or for at least ten minutes.

» The blanket is equipped with a detachable cable. Disconnect the plug and remove the
cable from the blanket.

* You may wash the blanket gently by hand. The best way to do this is to put the
blanket in a bath with lukewarm water and some mild detergent and then gently
squeeze it out.

» Do not use hair dryer to dry this product, have to dry naturally, stretch the blanket out
on a flat surface.

* Rinse the blanket several times to remove all the detergent.

« Store the blanket in a clean and dry place, laid out flat with nothing covering or resting
on top of it.

* Only use the blanket once it is completely dry.

* You may also wash the blanket in a washing machine at a maximum temperature of
30°C with low mechanical action and spin. It's advisable to wash it by hand in order to
prolong the life of the product.

DISPOSAL

This product must not be disposed of together with domestic waste.

All users are obliged to hand in all electrical or electronic devices, regardless
of whether or not they contain toxic substances, at a municipal or commercial
collection point so that they can be disposed of in an environmentally
acceptable manner.
