Using The Humidifier

4. Attach the lid back on to the water tank, and place the humidifier back onto the top of the product
(diagram 4).

5. After refilling, let the humidifier sit for 1 minute to allow the wick become fully saturated before
turning on the humidifier.

6. Press “On/Off” Button once to activate Low Humidifying Mode (maximum running time is 8
hours). Indicator lamp lights up constant in blue.

7. Press “On/Off” Button twice to activate High Humidifying Mode (maximum running time is 4
hours). Indicator lamp lights up constantly in purple.

8. Press “On/Off” Button again to turn off the humidifier. Indicator lamp turns off.
